Completion of Nationally Coordinated Watershed Delineation for California 
The Watershed Boundary Dataset (WBD) is a National mandated dataset which all Federal agencies must support and maintain and which state agencies are active participants.

The WBD is base data that is used to support water management decisions.   The Central Valley watershed is an area where critical water infrastructure exists and water quality/quantity and contractual delivery issues continue to challenge and impact water delivery throughout the state.  Water transfer, flood management, fisheries management, water needs analysis, modeling and habitat/land use monitoring activities are just a few of the programs that are dependent on watershed delineation data.
To complete the development and finalization of a technically adequate WBD for the state of California that meets national certification standards for delivery by the end of FY-06 an estimated $250,000 is required for contract services.   In addition to the above mentioned contract services, an additional $100,000 of funding is needed for in-kind services.  These in-kind services would principally be for six months of an experienced GIS Hydrologist to oversee compilation of existing draft data, coordination, and necessary technical reviews for completion of the WBD dataset.  The six month estimate also includes a nominal amount of time for contract administration activities
